Develop a test plan, education plan, and project management plan to implement an information system.

Evaluate the implementation of a healthcare IS solution and methods to communicate the results of the evaluation activities.

Describe the professional performance activities of an informatics nurse in the life long learning cycle.

Assess readiness to complete the ANCC certification for nursing informatics, describe the initial application and follow-on recertification processes.

Evaluate WINI and discuss content for future nursing informatics workshops.
